– Extensible Application Markup Language 

(XAML)

Technology



• Data Base – Extensible Markup Language 

(XML)

– Easier to deploy

– Data can be easily changed outside EB, if 

necessary

– Easy data exchange with other applications

– Ability to easily set up exporting/importing 

functions for data exchange between users

EBv8 Development Methodology

• EB Task Group (subject-matter experts):

– Uses EMI SIG SharePoint Site used to 

distribute prototypes to Task Group members 

– Reviews Sketchflow prototypes of step prior 

to step development  

– Conducts one hour online (Live Meeting) 

meetings with Task Group to review 

prototypes

a modifiable template

• Scalable application window using a 

larger font and spell check

• Site Info stores more reusable data
