in Aug. ’05 regarding DHS 
guides :

Model did not mention 
narrative, timeline, MSEL, 
messages, or supporting 
data
Safety, schedules, lists of 
participants, and logistics 
were discussed redundantly
Exercise criteria were 
included, but were not user 
friendly

DHS added Volume V to 
its guidance, and revised 
Volumes I-IV in Feb. ’07

DHS (including FEMA) and DOE should
cooperate to improve standards and
guidance for exercise conduct/evaluation
Criteria and LOIs may vary between sites
