Request for a Chemical to be Assigned HCN Values
To date, the PAC and CMM data sets provide information for well over 3,000 chemicals.   Periodically, a chemical without HCN values is found to be produced or stored in quantities that could potentially pose a threat to human health and safety in the event of an environmental release of a chemical mixture.   If such a concern exists, HCN values should be developed for that chemical.   To start this process, please provide a list of the chemicals for which you are requesting HCNs.  Include both the name and the Chemical Abstract Service Registry Numbers (CASRN) for each chemical (if a CASRN is available for a chemical it is important that it be provided).   If PAC/TEEL values have not yet been assigned for the chemical(s) of concern, this will need to be done by the PAC Development Team before HCN values are derived.  
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To help prioritize the development of HCNs for the chemicals you are proposing, it would be helpful for you to please describe:

· How the chemicals will be used, how they will be stored, and the approximate quantities that could be involved in a release to the environment?        
· The concerns you may have about the potential threat posed by each chemical given the quantities that will be stored in a facility?
