Roll Call 

Carl Mazzola conducted a roll call, noting that nineteen emergency management professionals 
(identified above) involved in various aspects of the SCAPA and related programs were present. 
The teleconference was called to order. 

Administrative Matters 

Highlights:  Carl Mazzola indicated that the highlights from SCAPA Program Teleconference  
10-02 have been approved and will soon be posted by ORISE on the EMI SIG/SCAPA website. 

SCAPA Meeting:  Cliff Glantz provided a recap of the SCAPA Meeting, which was moved to 
Monday, May 3, 2010, from 12:30 to 6:00 p.m., and discussed the presentations.  The SCAPA 
meeting was structured to accommodate members of the DMCC and HASubC who held their 
meetings that morning.  An informal meeting of the Chemical Exposures and Chemical Mixtures 
working groups was held on Sunday evening, May 2, 2010.  On Tuesday and Wednesday,  
May 4-5, 2010, the other SCAPA working groups met, as well as the NARAC User Group and the 
TEEL Advisory Group.  The traditional SCAPA-DMCC dinner was held on Tuesday night at the 
nearby Wynn Buffet, and HASubC members also attended.  The SCAPA meeting was attended by 
approximately 60 professionals.  

Tom Tuccinardi mentioned that the meeting was somewhat less enjoyable and productive due to 
scheduling working group meetings before the morning agenda started, over lunch, and at 
night.  In addition, meetings during some breaks added to that problem.  He suggested that the 
EMI SIG planning committee should evaluate items that need to be discussed face-to-face and 
ones that could as easily be accomplished by a conference call at another time.  Otherwise the 
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new format appeared to have worked successfully.  SCAPA leadership will take this into 
consideration and try to expand the breaks during the 2011 meeting. 

SCAPA Working Group Activities 

Chemical Exposures Working Group (CEWG) 

PAC/TEEL Revision 26 (Activity proceeding) 

Jayne-Anne discussed the progress on the PAC/TEEL Revision 26 effort, which is close to 
completion.  This revision will include toxicity data updates using the most recent toxicology 
information for 770 chemicals that had TEELs developed on or before September 30, 1997 and will 
also include any changes made to the updated AEGLs and ERPGs.  Also, five new chemicals will be 
added to the PAC/TEEL data set for Rev 26.  Revision 26 will not include NA-41 decisions arising 
from the recent review by an external technical panel of the overall TEEL methodology.  The 
review panel’s recommendations are being finalized for NA-41 by Richard Thomas.  Once 
accepted, changes in the PAC/TEEL development methodology will be incorporated into future 
Revisions, perhaps starting with Rev 27.    

Po-Yung Lu mentioned that the updates to PAC values for Rev 26 should be completed by July 9, 
2010. A password-protected beta version of PAC/TEEL Rev 26 database will undergo a two-to-
four-week review by selected SCAPA members before final changes are made and Rev 26 is 
published.   Rev 26 is targeted to be issued in August 2010. 

Chemical Mixtures Working Group (CMWG) 

CMM Revision 26 (Activity proceeding) 

Xiao-Ying Yu reported that the update of Health Code Numbers (HCNs) for first 1000 original 
CMM chemicals continues to await completion of a 15 percent quality assurance (QA) review.  
Work on this QA review will be a team priority for July.  Updated HCN data for these 1000 
chemicals will be incorporated in the next CMM revision that will be published in conjunction 
with the release of PAC/TEEL Revision 26.  

Two new interns, Hua He and Kim Schutte, are working on the CMM project at PNNL.  Ms. He is 
a graduate student at Washington State University and is working on HCN development.  Ms. 
Schutte is working on a new method for presenting CMM data.  

HCN Technical Paper (Activity can be closed) 

Xiao-Ying Yu and the entire CMM team are co-authors of a journal article on the CMM and HCN 
development procedure.  The article highlights the improvements made in the CMM over the 
last ten years, particularly owing to improvements made in defining and assigning HCNsy.  The 
article has been accepted for publication to the Journal of Applied Tox icology and may be 
published as early as November 2010. 
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Second HCN Technical Paper (Activity proceeding) 

Work on a second HCN journal article, associated with using surrogate source terms in the 
CMM, has continued under the leadership of John Ciolek and Xiao-Ying Yu.  Once this article is 
finalized and approved by NA-41, it will be submitted for publication.  The end of FY10 is still 
the target date for journal submission. ACTIVITY PROCEEDING. 

Consequence Assessment Modeling Working Group (CAMWG) 

Jeremy Rishel reviewed the key points of the June 24, 2010 CAMWG teleconference. 

HOTSPOT 2.07 in DOE Central Registry (Activity can be closed) 

John Nasstrom reported that HOTSPOT 2.07 has become the 8th model in Central Registry 
Toolbox; receiving its acceptance letter earlier this month.  The announcement will be sent to the 
CAMWG and NARAC Working Group listservs. The code can be uploaded from 
https://narac.llnl.gov/HotSpot/HotSpot.html. 

Consequence Assessment Guide (Activity proceeding)  

A Consequence Assessment Guide, developed for use by DMCC or NNSA/DOE meteorological 
program managers to conduct assessments of the meteorological components of the site’s 
consequence assessment program, received extensive comments from NA-41, and resolutions of 
these comments was provided two weeks later.  NA-41 will complete its final review and provide 
final guidance.  When issued, this Guide will compliment the Meteorological Data Program 
Assessment Guide that was issued at the 2008 EMI SIG Meeting.  No additional discussion during 
this teleconference. 

AI 06-01: Central Toolbox Registry – SQA & Candidate Models (Activity proceeding) 

Cliff Glantz continued the discussion on the development of SCAPA Safety-Related SQA Guidelines 
for consequence assessment and related software (e.g., meteorological data processing, 
geospatial, graphical plotting software).  Once the guidance is finalized, it will be available to all 
DOE/NNSA consequence assessment modelers.  Model developers will be asked to perform a 
preliminary gap analysis on their model’s SQA program, and selected members of the CAMWG will 
then evaluate these gap analyses.  The ultimate goal is work with model developers to close gaps 
on all SCAPA toolbox models in a timely manner.  Cliff and Jeremy will discuss this activity further 
during future SCAPA and CAMWG teleconferences.  CAPARS, the ORNL emergency response 
consequence assessment code, has been selected as the first model to undergo an SQA gap 
analysis. 

DOE O 414.1X (Activity proceeding) 

Jeremy mentioned that HS-31 is developing a revision to the SQA order, DOE O 414.1X.  As part of 
this revision process, a revised version of DOE G 414.1-4 will be drafted.  Volunteers from SCAPA 
are invited to assist in the drafting of the revised DOE SQA Guidance document.

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Biosafety Working Group (BWG) 

Carl Mazzola discussed highlights of the May 5, 2010 BWG Meeting.  Later on the call, Frank 
provided information on this fall’s annual meeting of the American Biological Safety Association 
(ABSA) in Denver that will be attended by several BWG members.  

Source Term Working Group (STWG) 

Carl Mazzola discussed the highlights of the May 4, 2010 STWG Meeting, which was attended 
by 25 professionals.  Chuck Rives has agreed to co-chair the STWG.  

The Working Group continues to address several issues, which include a White Paper associated 
with the DOE Standard on TRU waste, Leak Path Factor, ball-milled plutonium, dose-equivalent 
curies, and an evaluation on non-radiological versus radiological health effects.  Michele will 
work on finalizing the web page and posting approved papers, which will close two of the open 
items. 

The next STWG teleconference is scheduled for July 14, 2010. 

SCAPA Web Page and EMU Report 

Cliff Glantz reported that he is continuing a detailed review of the new SCAPA web pages and that 
he is working with Louise Wyatt to correct minor glitches. 

Tom Tuccinardi mentioned that no Emergency Management Updates (EMUs) are pending.  NA-41 
determined that the acceptance of HOTSPOT 2.07 into the HS-31 Central Registry toolbox did not 
warrant an EMU.  Instead, EMI SIG and SCAPA members will be informed of this event via listserv 
emails.  AFTER ACTION: The HOTSPOT 2.07 acceptance into the HS-31 Central Registry toolbox 
was announced in an e-mail. 

EPA AEGLs Status 

Po-Yung Lu reported that during its April 2010 San Francisco, CA meeting, 20 chemicals were 
reviewed.  Any additional changes to AEGLs from this point on will not be captured until 
Revision 27 of the PAC-TEELs.  The 51st NAC meeting is planned to take place in Orlando, FL.  

Dave Freshwater reported that the work of the National Advisory Committee is quickly moving to 
completion as existing items are being worked off.  Volume 9 of the technical support 
documentation will be available in December 2010.  Other volumes can be downloaded from the 
National Academy of Sciences (NAS) web site. 

AIHA ERPGs Status 

Richard Thomas was not available to report on recent Emergency Response Planning (ERP) 
Committee activities.  

Po-Yung mentioned that new ERPGs for 18 substances are in its 2010 ERPG-WEEL handbook. The 
next ERP meeting will be a live meeting teleconference to discuss seven substances that are under 
evaluation, including three or four new substances. 
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Round Robin 

Carl Mazzola opened the remaining nine minutes of the teleconference for a round robin 
discussion, but none ensued. 

Next SCAPA Conference Call 

The next SCAPA conference call is scheduled for Thursday, August 19, 2010 at 2 p.m. EDT.
