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Sentinel Health Events for Occupations (SHEOs)

An occupational sentinel health event (SHEO) is a disease, disability, or death that is likely
to be occupationally related. Although sentinel health events may indicate an occupational
exposure, many may result from nonoccupational exposures. Sentinel health events are
therefore assessed in two categories:

Definite Sentinel Health Events: Diseases that are unlikely to occur in the absence of
an occupational exposure (e.g., asbestosis).

Possible Sentinel Health Events: Diseases that may be occupational but can also
occur in the absence of an occupational exposure (e.g., lung cancer or carpal tunnel
syndrome).
